11/28/21 - Week 47 — Luke 16:10-13
How to Stay Passionate about Your Faith

In this passage of God’s Word, we see a continuation of what
Jesus’ teachings to His disciples. Verses 1-9 (what we talked
about last week) contained a parable teaching us that we should
be passionate about our faith. Here, in verses 10-13 we get
some practical ways of accomplishing that in our lives.

Luke 16:10-13, Matt. 6:19-21, 2 Cor. 9:6, 1 Tim. 617-19
