12/5/21 - Week 48 – Luke 16:14-16 
How Do I Know I’ve Lost Passion for My Faith? 

 
In this passage of God’s Word, we see a continuation of what Jesus’ 
teachings to His disciples. Verses 1-3 (what we talked about the last 2 
weeks) contained a parable teaching us that we should be passionate 
about our faith. Here, in verses 14-16, where Jesus interacts with the 
Pharisees, we get a look of what it looks like after we’ve lost our passion.
