Last week, to prepare ourselves for Christmas, we looked at Isaiah 9:1-12, a 
prophecy about Jesus’ life and how that offers us peace. Today, we’re looking at 
another prophecy that God led Isaiah to give. This one though is about Jesus’ 
death.
